Rice traders stop new export deals

With a third of Jan
shipment stuck,
most traders have
stopped signing
Feb contracts

NEARLY ATHIRD of India’s rice
exports forthismontharestuck
due to a shortage of freight
trains and most traders have
stopped signing February
export contracts to avoid
demurrage charges, industry
officials told Reuters.

The slowdown in exports
from India, the world’s biggest
rice exporter, has allowed rival
suppliers such as Thailand,
Myanmar and Vietnam to
increase overseas sales at

INDIA'S APPLE EXPORTS have
jumped 82% since 2014,while
fruit imports increased mar-
ginally by 3.8% during the
same time, according to the
commerce ministry data.

Increase in exports is help-
ing the growersin Kashmirand
Himachal Pradesh to further
push the outbound shipments
in different parts of the world.

Invalue terms,exports rose
to $14.45 million in 2020-21
from $8.6 millionin 2014-15,
the data showed.

Apple exports during April-
November this fiscal stood at
$12.25 million, indicating
healthy growth over the years.
Ontheotherhand,importshave
increased 3.8%to $240 million
in 2020-21 from $230.8 mil-
lionin 2014-15.

About 82% of apples
imported into India are from
Chile, New Zealand, Turkey,

higher prices.

Slowing exports could force
the Indian government to
increase procurement from
farmers.

Shipments of more than
500,000 tonnes of non-basmati
rice that need to be transported
to ports on India’s east coast
from the central state of Chhat-
tisgarh have been stuck due to
the shortage of freight trains,
dealers said.

Theyare part of around 1.5
million tonnes of rice that
India had planned to export

this month.

“Cargoes cannot move from
producing centres to ports
because of freight train scarcity,”
said Nitin Gupta, vice president
of agricultural commodities
trader Olam India’s rice busi-
ness.

“There is no clarity on the
availability of trains so nobody
is offering fresh cargoes.”

Railway authorities have
diverted wagons to ship fertilis-
ers and to serve thermal coal
power plantstoensureadequate
power supply this winter after
power plants ran out of coal a
fewmonthsago.

The delay in Indian ship-
ments is hitting exporters hard
as vessel rates have risen to
$30,000 per day and some
exporters need to pay as much
as $500,000 in demurrage
charges, wiping out their entire
margin, said Himanshu Agar-

Sugar exports jump nearly
4-fold in Oct-Dec: Isma

INDIA'S SUGAR EXPORTS
during October-December
period jumped nearly four-fold
to 17 lakh tonnes on higher
demand from overseas,
according to industry body
ISMA.

So far, 38-40 lakh tonnes
have been contracted by
mills for exports. Mills
are now waiting for
global  prices to
improve for further
contracts.

Sugar marketing year
runs from October to Septem-
ber.

“As per market reports and
port information, about 17
lakh tonnes of sugar have been
physically exported during the
period October to December’
20217 ISMA said in a
statement.

During the same period in
the previous year, about 4.5
lakh tonnes of sugar were

Further, ISMA said it is
reported that about 7 lakh
tonnes of sugar is in pipeline
for export this month.

“Amid news of expectedly
betterupcoming season 2022-
23 (April — March)in CS Brazil,
the global price of raw sugar
has fallen further and is cur-
rently reeling at an over 5-
month low at around 18

cents/pound,” ISMA said.

According tothe asso-

ciation, Indian mills are
waiting for the oppor-
tune time and are in no
hurrytoenterinto further
export contracts,beyond 38-
40 lakh tonnes already been
signed so far.

The Indian Sugar Mills
Association (ISMA) said that
the country has produced
151.41 lakh tonnes of sweet-
ener between October 1,2021
and January 15,2022 period of
the ongoing 2021-22 market-
ing year, as against 142.78
lakh tonnes in the correspond-
ing period of the previous mar-

wal, executive director at
Satyam Balajee, India's biggest
rice exporter.

Traders havestarted quoting
higher prices for overseas ship-
ments to cover higher demur-
rage charges, and prices for
India’s 5% broken parboiled
variety of rice haverisento $380
per tonne, the highest in six
months.

Of the estimated 7.4 crore
(7,40,57,000) populationinthe
15-18 age bracket, over 3.45
crorehavereceived thefirst dose
of Covaxin so far and their sec-
ond dose is due in 28 days, he
said. “Adolescents in this age
group havebeen actively partic-
ipating in the inoculation
process, and going by this pace
of vaccination, the rest of the
beneficiaries in the 15-18 age
group are likely to be covered
with the first dose by January-
end and subsequently theirsec-
ond dose is expected to be done
by February-end,” said the
Chairman of the Covid working
group of the National Technical
Advisory Group on Immunisa-
tion (NTAGI). —PTI
